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competitive and high profile, I was honored to have 
three of my ‘Talismans of the Long Gray Trail’ shadow 
boxes accepted,” Kiefer said.  

Historically based, although non-traditional in their 
assemblage of photography, pebbles, dried plant 
materials, shells and spices, the “Talismans” honor 
Virginia war landscapes while creating imaginative 
territories in the mixed-media genre of contemporary 
art, Kiefer added.  

Held every two years, the show selects the best artwork 
in all media from over 500 entries submitted from 
across North America. All of the work featured was 
created within the past two years and has never been 
exhibited at the center.  

There are a total of 152 works by 90 artists chosen for 
Biennial 2006. More than $6,000 in cash awards was 
presented at a ceremony Sept. 2. 

This year’s juror, Tony Hepburn, is an internationally-
known artist in several different media and head of the 
ceramics department at Cranbrook Academy of Art, 
Bloomfield Hills, Mich.
